The resident at 515 Simrell Road personally appeared to ask that Simrell road be paved from Fairview to Sterling.  Supervisor Stanton stated in the past the residents did not want to road paved to deter speeders.  Supervisor Sproul stated a petition will get the road put on the “list”.

Joan Creegan, Driftwood Drive, presented a poster with photos of the condition of Driftwood and Lakeside Drives.  She also stated there is a drain all caved in at the intersection of Driftwood w/Lakeside.  The Township Crew will be sent tout to fix the drain.  The condition of the roadways were noted.

Mark Dougherty motioned to approve Resolution 17-05, declaring a snow disaster commencing immediately. Joseph Sproul seconded and the resolution was unanimously approved.  The declaration will enable eligibility for any available funding and assist the Police Department and Road Crew in “fighting” the storm.

Joseph Sproul motioned to approve release of the Letter of Credit for French Manor, except for $15,300 for the final top coat.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

The original plan from Millett Real Estate, which has an extension in place, will be withdrawn as a new plan is in the submission process.

A simple subdivision involving Lots 5 & 6 of the Preserve at Gravel Pond, Phase I, was presented.  It is requested to combine the lots into one.  All agencies have approved the plan, as well as the Engineer.  Joseph Sproul motioned, Giles Stanton seconded and the simple subdivision was unanimously approved.
The Manager displayed a recognition plaque issued by Clarks Summit Police Department for Officers Henry Zimmer and Matthew Derenick for their actions during a fire at the Bedford Towers Senior High Rise fire. The Manager also noted an upcoming Zoning Hearing on 3/21/17 regarding the F Smith & Sons property on Summit Avenue.  An estimate prepared by the Engineer for 2017 paving has been prepared. A four year plan is estimated at $1.2 million.  Supervisor Dougherty recommended getting a loan and catching up on road repair, either thru PIB or raised taxes. The possibility of a referendum will be researched.
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It was announced that Scranton Abingtons Planning Commission will hold a meeting on 4/11/17.
Joseph Sproul motioned to hire John LaBarr as a part time ambulance-maintenance employee.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 7:55 PM
