Todd Leiss, Pennsylvania Turnpike Commission, was present to read a Resolution naming the Chinchilla Hose Company and South Abington Police Department as instrumental in preventing a suicide at the Freedom Bridge recently.  Also given plaques were CSEMS and LCCommCenter.  Photos were taken.  Chief Gerrity, Fire Chief Connolly, Donnie Snyder, Kevin Quinn, PJ Hughes and two CS EMS personnel were present.
Marc Cesare, JP Mascaro, was asked to be present as there have been many complaints recently of shoddy garbage collection. Seven citizens, some representing neighborhoods, were present to voice complaints, including residents from Edella Road, Audubon Drive, Rock Ridge Drive and Dellert Drive.  Mr. Cesare stated that he is disappointed in his employees and promised a better system immediately.  Mr. Cesare will attend another meeting in the near future.
Mr. Franklin, 1107 Audubon Drive, was present to relate that a detention pond at the rear of his property is not holding water properly and his back yard is now a swamp.  A French drain he put in worked for a while but is not handling the task.  Mr. Pagnotti, 1103 Audubon Drive, stated the ground is definitely wetter than it has ever been in the neighborhood.  Manager O’Neill will visit the site.

Manager O’Neill stated has attended the ACOG MS4 presentations and now thinks that the gentlemen is attempting to establish an authority.  The Manager will keep the Board informed.  Nora Utek provided sample ordinances for the Board to review for passage at the next meeting.  The SAPA Agreement needs to be renewed, and could be a jumping off point to update the Township’s zoning.    The SAPA Resolution will extend the agreement and update the zoning intent.   A brief update on the Shady Lane Tunnel project was given.
Joseph Sproul motioned to approve hiring Sewer Specialty Services, under Costars contract 016-082, for approximately $46,000 worth of work, including air testing, patching, televising and grouting sewer lines.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
The Board held interviews at noon for two full time police officer positions.  Based on the interviews, Giles Stanton motioned to appoint, effective June 25, 2017 Darrell Silverstein and Riccardo Godino.  Both Officers have been serving as part time officers with the department.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the appointments were unanimously approved.
There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 8:39 PM.
