Jeff Kyle and Marcy Kneisel of DGK Insurance were present to request the opportunity to propose a quote as they are government insurance specialists.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded and it was unanimously approved to obtain a proposal for insurance from DGK.

Resolutions 16-16 and 16-17, approving a one year contract with Newton and Ransom respectively, were unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.  Both contracts include a $61.39 hourly rate.  Newton is capped at $70,000; Ransom at $85,210.
Resolution 16-18, increasing the total tax millage for 2017 to 16.5 mils was unanimously approved, as was the 2017 Budget, after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.

Mark Dougherty motioned to accept a quote from Amerihealth for Worker’s Compensation Insurance in the amount of $132,831 annually.  The amount is $20,000 more than last year due to experience modification.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the quote was unanimously approved.

The Township Manager noted the Pony Express property is for sale and has many inquiries regarding usage.  Mark Dougherty motioned that the appropriate officers of South Abington Township are authorized to undertake and enforce the terms of the Orders, Settlement and Addendum thereto of the matter filed to 2868 CV 2002 and 6848 CV 2002, consolidated in the Court of Common Pleas of Lackawanna County, PA, by all administrative, legal and equitable means as permitted by law.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Mark Dougherty motioned to hire Michael Owens at a rate of $15/hour effective 1/8/17 in the maintenance department.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved. The Board also approved Tom Flowers’ internship with Johnson College.
The use of a CPA for the 2016 financial audit will be advertised for adoption at the 2/13/17 meeting.
