Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded, and bills were unanimously approved for payment from the following funds:

Alec D’Elia of Boy Scout Troop 160 was present to earn his Communications Badge. Seth resides in South Abington Township.
Art Flaim and Harry Stumpf, Abington Meadows, asked for an update on the Pony Express.  Manager O’Neill outlined plans as he knew them.  Nothing can be done about the brush piles near the red barn on Fairview as the Township does not have a property maintenance ordinance.

Solicitor Jones asked the Manager to check on the status of the McDonald’s project.

The Manager reported the 2015 Paving Project will be Greentree, Jennifer, East and North Longwood and Hunts Court.  Bids were opened June 4, 2015 as advertised.  The results are hereby made a part of these minutes.  The Wayco Inc bid was disqualified for being non-responsive.  Joseph Sproul motioned to award the bid to the low bidder, Popple Construction Inc in the amount of $326,802.50, contingent upon satisfactory bid bond review.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.  Penndot requested a consulting engineer be hired for the Edella Road Sewer Line Relocation Project.  Cardo will perform the service for $29,593.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded and Cardo was unanimously hired to serve as Consultant Engineer for the Project.  Joseph Sproul motioned to purchase a 2016 Ford F550 5 ton truck through Costars contracts #25-090 and 25-117. Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.  Joseph Sproul motioned to purchase through lease a Freightliner 10 ton truck from Keystone through Costars contracts 25-098 and 25-090.  The contract 25-090 for outfitting the truck, through Powell Sales and Service, will be through purchase only, not lease.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Joseph Sproul motioned to hire Keystone Products’ structural engineering firm to design the salt shed, in the amount of $3,350.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
The Manager presented annual invoice for liability insurance from our existing carrier in the amount of $61,467; $6,000 less than last year.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Mr. D’Elia asked for a timetable on the Gravel Pond Road Reconstruction Project.
Supervisor Dougherty stated a press release is being prepared by Portnoff Agency.  He also stated that delinquent accounts will go to the agency after 60 days from original delinquent notice.
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Solicitor Jones noted receipt from Lackawanna County that a tax claim offer in the amount of $2,600 was received from Bruce Stone.  The property is adjacent to the Stone property on Willowbrook Road.  Mr. Stone was present at the meeting.
The Board adjourned to executive session to discuss the legal ramifications of this tax claim sale at 7:54 PM.  Supervisor Dougherty left at this time.
The meeting reopened at 8:07 PM.  Joseph Sproul motioned to reject the Lackawanna County tax claim offer and make our own offer for the property to reserve our easement.  After the well is filled in, the property will be sold to Mr. Stone and used as “easement” for “easement” payment.  Giles Stanton seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.
