A contingent of 19 residents of Laurel Highlands was at the meeting, led by Mike Cobb, as well as Mr. Madensky, an AHSD Board member.  Skyline Drive is 25 years old and in deplorable condition, according to Mr. Cobb.  Insults were made by Mr. Cobb, at which time Bill Thomas became spokesperson.  The residents wanted to know what can be done now and in the future.  Issues are new pavement cracking, ice conditions will form, school buses have problems and property values are affected.  Budgeting process was discussed.  Manager O’Neill explained water company cooperation and the plan for Skyline Drive throughout the development, as well as liquid fuels allotment.  Supervisor Sproul acknowledged the portion going through the industrial park was in terrible condition.  Penndot cooperation is needed to fix the road properly as Shady Lane Road will receive drainage from the Township Road.  The Board is aware of the problem and has been working on a solution; more should be known in the next few days.

Gerard Hetman, Lackawanna County Municipal Liaison, presented the 2016 proposed County Budget outline.  Information regarding the upcoming Festival of Trees and the Courthouse Square Tree Lighting was disseminated.  There will not be a Holiday Train this year.

Joseph Sproul motioned to approve Resolution 15-06, the Lackawanna County Hazard Mitigation Plan Update.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Manager O’Neill briefly outlined the Toth simple subdivision, located in the 600-700 block of Edella Road.  The Planning Commission will have this subdivision on its agenda this month.  
Clarks Summit Development, represented by Ed Bush, Colwell Naegele Associates, and Attorney Patrick Coleman, was present to show a subdivision separating Damon’s Restaurant from The Ramada Inn.  Both planning commissions have approved the Plan and the Engineering comments have all been addressed. Solicitor Jones wants the HOP# or the accepted form of the HOP Note on the Plan.  Mark Dougherty motioned to grant a waiver from the South Abington Land Development Ordinance, Section 6.406.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the waiver was unanimously approved.  Joseph Sproul motioned to approve the preliminary/final submission of the Plan, conditional upon the HOP addition.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the Plan was unanimously approved.  Signatures will be added when the HOP note is added.
Manager O’Neill announced the new Post Office will open November 16th.
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The manager announced that the SAPA ordinance and 2016 Budget will be ready for approval at a Special Meeting on November 20th.  The Board was asked by the Secretary to review a proposed resolution regarding non-uniformed employee benefits.  Manager O’Neill asked for approval of an invoice in the amount of $41,568.40 for a 2016 Ford 550.  Giles Stanton motioned, Joseph Sproul and the purchase was unanimously approved.  Joseph Sproul motioned to approve an invoice from Abington Paving in the amount of $5,106.00 that was inadvertently missed with the other bills.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the invoice was unanimously approved. Chairman Stanton signed the Penndot Edella Road Bridge Sewer Relocation agreement.
The Manager asked for a policy change to adhere to Ordinance #42 wherein only building owners are to receive sewer bills.
Solicitor Jones stated that the owner of the land where Fire station 2A is located has fully donated the land, with no reverter clause.  The Board unanimously accepted the donation.

Giles Stanton motioned to accept property tax refunds as prepared by Collector Thorpe.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the refunds were unanimously approved.

At this time, 8:30 PM, the meeting was adjourned to executive session to discuss sewer easement legal issues.
