John Marturano, 1013 Circle Green, asked the Board when the dirt part of Griffin Pond Road would be paved.  He asked if there were ideas of raising money by the residents to help pay for the paving.  Mr. Marturano asked for a feasibility study at the very least.  The Engineer will be consulted.
Mark Dougherty motioned to approve Resolution 16-01, appointing Timothy Farrell as CPA to perform 2015 audit, Joseph Sproul seconded and the resolution was unanimously approved.  Resolution 16-02 was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.  The resolution authorizes the Chairman to execute the Dubiak Settlement Agreement.  Resolution 16-03, approving condemnation at 435 Edella Road was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.  Resolution 16-04, approving condemnation at 439 Edella Road was approved by majority vote after motion by Joseph Sproul and second by Giles Stanton.  Mark Dougherty abstained from voting as he is a close friend of the family involved.  These properties are involved in the Edella Road bridge sewer relocation project.
M. E. Jeitner of Bohler Engineering, as well as Mr. and Mrs. Mueller, were present for the McDonalds land development plan.  Mr. Jeitner noted that the impervious surface is being reduced by 8,000 square feet, all 21 landscape notes have been added to the plan and NPDES approval has been granted.  Mark Dougherty motioned to give conditional final approval to the plan contingent upon the addition of stormwater notes and Engineer review of the final HOP note.  Joseph Sproul seconded and conditional approval was unanimous.
Mike Noto was present for a simple subdivision of the lands of the Sisters of Saint Gabriel.  Both planning commissions and the Township Engineer have approved. As owner signature was the only item needed on the plan, Mark Dougherty motioned to give conditional approval, Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
