Donald Gilchrist, new Pastor at Chinchilla UMC, introduced himself to the Board and indicated the church’s desire to be part of the community.

The thirty day appeal time for the Edella Road condemnations will expire on 2/20/16.  A formal acceptance of bid would allow access to the property.

Len Gorney, ACOG representative, reported that the organization would like to sponsor a Volunteer Firemen Appreciation event.
The Preserve at Gravel Pond, Phase I, came up for discussion.  Mark Dougherty motioned to recess the meeting until February 23rd at noon to discuss this topic.  Joseph Sproul seconded and it was unanimously approved to recess until 2/23/16 at noon.

The meeting reconvened at noon on 2/23/16.  All members were present.  The Manager stated that a $79,000 Letter of Credit for the Preserve at Gravel Pond Developer’s Agreement was expiring on 3/1/16 and needed to be renewed.  In addition, $30,000 is needed to improve the 277 remaining feet of roadway, as well as perform landscaping tasks; as per the eighteen month Developer’s agreement.  Mark Dougherty motioned to call the Letter of Credit if not renewed, as well as approve an amended Developer’s Agreement and Maintenance Agreement.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
The McDonald’s Plan was represented by Mr. Wesolowski.  The HOP Discharge note for stormwater and Agreement is in place now.  The Engineer is satisfied and all other issues have been addressed.  Mark Dougherty motioned to authorize the Chairman to execute substantially a Stormwater Agreement, including a $2,500 escrow account for pipe.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.  The Chairman was authorized to serve as co-applicant on the HOP after motion by Joseph Sproul, second by Mark Dougherty and unanimous approval.  Mark Dougherty motioned to conditionally approve the land development plan for McDonald’s contingent upon the abovementioned items being completed.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the plan was unanimously approved.
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Mr. Hughes, Edella Road, will allow his property to be used for equipment storage during the construction project if the property is restored and graded.  Mark Dougherty motioned to award the Edella Road Sewer Relocation Project Bid to RLE in the amount of $89,002.50, as approved by the Engineer on 12/9/15, with an additional 21 days extension added to the original 60 day award time allowed; contingent upon all documents finalized correctly.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.  The Manager stated that Penndot has moved the start date of this project to late April.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 12:32 PM
