A Public Hearing was held at 6:45 PM this date, as required by the EPA and PADEP, for MS4 purposes, an unfunded mandate.  The Hearing was advertised; no comments were made.
An Executive Session was held at 6:55 PM to discuss a police personnel matter.  The session adjourned to the regular meeting.
Joseph Sproul motioned to approve Resolution 16-6, approving the improvements in Phase I of the Preserve at Gravel Pond, to include Rock Ridge Drive.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Joseph Sproul motioned to approve Resolution 16-7; Lease to Own a Freightliner Truck from Keystone, outfitted by Powell’s (Costars numbers 25098 and 25090) and financing from M&T Bank for 4 years at 2.87% at a cost of $137,678.63.  Giles Stanton seconded and the purchase was unanimously approved.
Joseph Sproul motioned to approve Resolution 16-8, the Reese Deed; 16-9, the Stone Easement; and 16-10, the Hughes Easement as relates to the Edella Road Bridge sewer line relocation project.  Giles Stanton seconded and the resolutions were unanimously approved

A motion to sign Form A950AA for McDonalds to act on behalf of the Township for a Highway Occupancy Permit for stormwater was made by Joseph Sproul, seconded by Giles Stanton and unanimously approved.  It was noted that all construction is at risk until receipt of the HOP.  Board members signed the development plans.  
John Seamans presented a simple subdivision of an original 36 acre parcel owned by Reynolds on Carbondale/Reynolds Road into two lots; one 13.4 acres to be transferred into the name of a brother, Ronald Reynolds, and retention of 22.9 acres for himself.  The HOP has been obtained, on-lot sewage has been approved, the Engineer has approved and both planning commissions have approved.  As a portion of the land involved is located in North Abington Township, it was necessary to obtain approval from it also.  Giles Stanton motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded and the subdivision was unanimously approved.
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Written quotes were received for razing the Henkelman building as follows:  $24,500, $21,500, $17,900 and two verbal quotes in the amount of $35,000 and $18.200.  Joseph Sproul motioned to hire Appalachian Excavating and Demolition, Newton Township, at a quote of $17,900, to raze the building.  Giles Stanton seconded and the quote was unanimously accepted.
Manager O’Neill noted that the South Abington Sewer Authority’s charter expires 2017.  No further meetings are scheduled.

Joseph Sproul motioned to accept the resignation of Alphonse Prisco from the Zoning Hearing Board for health reasons.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved. Giles Stanton motioned to appoint Carl Babushko, the previous alternate member, to the Zoning Hearing Board with term expiring 1/2017.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the appointment was unanimously approved. Joseph Sproul motioned to appoint Paul Lockett to the vacant position of alternate member of the Zoning Hearing Board, term expiring 1/2017.  Giles Stanton seconded and the appointment was unanimously approved.  Joseph Sproul motioned to appoint Geoffrey Stanton to the vacant position on the Planning Commission, term expiring 1/2017.  Giles Stanton seconded and the appointment was unanimously approved.
Chairman Stanton stated that in the Executive Session, a recommendation for an honorable discharge for one of the police officers was made by the Chief of Police.  The Chairman asked for any motions.  Supervisor Sproul moved that, pursuant to Section 812 of the Police Tenure Act, we grant a non-work related honorable discharge to Officer James Waters because he suffers from a non-work related physical disability affecting his ability to continue in service.  Additionally, because of Officer Waters’ special relationship with Nemo, the Police Department’s K-9, and the limited use Nemo will be to the Department without Officer Waters. Supervisor Sproul also motioned to authorize the sale of Nemo to Officer Waters for $1.00.  A second to the motion was made by Supervisor Stanton.  Chairman Stanton asked for discussion and vote. There was no discussion and approval was unanimous to grant Officer Waters a non-work related honorable discharge from the South Abington Township Police Department, effective immediately.  The Board will notify Officer Waters of its action and of the offer to purchase ownership of Nemo for $1.00.  The Board thanked Officer Waters for his service to the Department and wished him the best of luck in his future endeavors.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 7:55 PM
