Howard Conrad of Montrose Avenue was present to verse his concerns about parking along Rt 307 alongside Wilson Pond.  Mr. Conrad is a bus driver.  Mr. Conrad stated that Penndot referred him to the municipality.  Manager O’Neill will get pictures and refer to the police department.
Gerard Hetman, Lackawanna County, outlined an EMA class on June 21&22; Regional Planning classes on May 19,26 and June 2; Art in Park, Bike Fair, BB Clinic, soccer and gymnastics.  The County is looking for lifeguards.  The Globe Store purchase was mentioned.
Bill Kern, Executive Director of Countryside Conservancy, along with Chairman Will Chamberlin and Vice-Chairman Sandy Boyle, made presentation on projects by the agency. Mr. Kern requested $2,500 from the Board to help in the endeavors of the Conservancy.  Supervisor Dougherty asked to see the budget and questioned what other municipalities are donating.
The Manager reported that and amended HOP for the traffic signal at McDonald’s has been requested.  If the amendment includes an advance green arrow then the expense should be attributed to Weinberger.

Bids were received for the 2016 Paving Project on May 4th as advertised.  An outlined of the bids is attached and hereby made a part of these Minutes.  Joseph Sproul motioned to award the Bid to Leward Construction, base and alternate #1, with contingent approval on alternate #2; in the amount of $694,311, if the water company assures the Township that waterline work will be completed before our paving project.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the award was unanimously approved.  Joseph Sproul motioned to transfer money from Capital Reserve Fund, allocated to the pole barn construction, to the general fund to pay for the additional paving, should it be needed.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Mark Dougherty motioned to give Ghostlight Productions $500; the amount that Lackawanna County Arts Program gave to the Township as a grant.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

P&L annual insurance quotes, for both the Township and Chinchilla Hose Company, were received in the amount of $66,419 and $23,099 respectively.  These quotes were from the current carrier, Glatfelter.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded and the quotes were unanimously approved.
