Howard Conrad of Montrose Avenue was present to ask about any conclusions to the questions he asked about parking alongside Wilson Pond.  The Manager and Police Chief both told Mr. Conrad that he was the only citizen to complain about the situation and there have been no accidents.  Mr. Conrad appreciated the Township’s efforts.
Lee May, Construction Manager for the new McDonalds project, was present to see if there were any issues that needed his attention.  There were none.

Greg Pascale, was present as attorney for the Piazza family, regarding Pondview Phase IV. One lot at the lower end (a single family) needs to be separated from the other lots (two-family).  It was decided that a note should be added on the Plan now, which adds egress, ingress and regress easement for Lot 12. The Engineer asked for a stormwater note changing the incorrect ordinance number.  An owner signature line is needed.   Per the SATPC, a waiver from the Land Development ordinance requiring frontage on a public street should be granted. Mark Dougherty motioned to approve the waiver and Plan contingent on the note changes; Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Bill Letwinsky, Engineer for Hampton Estates, was present.  The development consists of 14 acres-having 18 lots, one of which is a detention pond.  Both planning commissions and the Engineer have approved the Plan.  NPDES has been approved.  There is an additional lot owned which connects Hampton Estates to Abbey Ridge.  The “old” swale note is needed on the new plan.  Discussion regarding easements, rain gardens, detention ponds ensued.  Ownership of the existing sewer line will be verified. Lot #1 will have easement changes.  Cut curbing notes for driveways is needed on plan.  The HOP for stormwater is not yet issued as Penndot wants the Township to apply for the stormwater discharge in the right-of-way.  The Township is willing to do so as long and the agreement is in place with Mr. Toth.  A copy of the Penndot Study regarding traffic signals was requested from the owner.  Joseph Sproul motioned to approve the plan, as long as all costs are borne by the owner.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.  Plans will be signed with the changes are incorporated onto the Plan.
The appraisal for the 535 Northern Boulevard property is $261,000 as is.  Joseph Sproul motioned, Giles Stanton seconded and it unanimously approved for the Solicitor to prepare bid specifications, to include a minimum price.
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Mark Dougherty motioned to purchase a new handheld GPS unit for MS4 work in the amount of $15,000.  This unit will be used in conjunction with the Engineer’s equipment.  Giles Stanton seconded and the purchase was unanimously approved.  A pavement milling machine which would attach to the skid steer is under consideration for purchase.  So far the prices range from $13,000 to $17,000.  
Joseph Sproul motioned to change Sean Connolly to the same phone plan as Dean Faraday; primarily because of the MS4 work and Sewer.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Solicitor Jones noted that Weis Market is appealing its tax assessment.  The Township should offer to contribute to the legal costs with the school district.  Joseph Sproul motioned, Giles Stanton seconded and it was unanimously approved to work with the School District on this matter.
Joseph Sproul motioned to hire Lenny Grippi as a part-time, temporary employee.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

Joseph Sproul motioned to approve 2016 property tax refunds for 45 Parkland Drive and 214 Teaberry Lane.  Giles Stanton seconded and the refunds were unanimously approved.

Mark Dougherty motioned to abate the penalty and interest on the Township tax portion for the Louis Guzzi property at 1118 South Abington Road, as applies to the deed division error.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 8:58 PM
