A Public Hearing was held at 6:45 for MS4 discussion as required.

Fire Chief Sean Connolly updated the Board on the Shady Lane Road tunnel closure through November.  In addition, Edella Road, from Willowbrook (#2) to Brian Drive is closed also.  Assurances were made that all ambulance and fire apparatus will operate efficiently, and enlistment of other agencies has been arranged.
District Attorney Shane Scanlon outlined for the Board three new programs he has instituted at the County level.  “Heroin Hits Home” is one of those programs, and will be presented at the Ramada Inn on 4/27 at 7 PM.

Mr. Mujer, 712 Griffin Pond Road, stated he has sent pictures and email showing that the previously “fixed” potholes last two weeks.  The Manager stated the roadway needs drainage work.  Mr. Mujer’s housemate stated the catch basin at Fairview and Griffin Pond is overgrown.  Supervisor Sproul explain how cold patch is temporary.  The Maintenance Foreman will visit the site.  Matt Smith, 713 Griffin Pond Road, stated the road has bad potholes.

Greg and Jill Justave, Highland Ave., were present regarding a zoning issue involving home occupation.  Mr. Justave does not like strangers in his neighborhood.  Mr. Justave has not been happy with the answers he has received to date by the Manager and wanted a clarification by the Board.  Home Occupation is an allowed use.  There is not a violation.

John Oakes and his housemate were present to ask if something could be done with the eyesore at 110 Williams Street.  The Manager stated a building permit was issued, but will call the family to see when work is beginning and if, in the meantime, the property could be cleaned up.

Jude Colwell of Colwell-Naegele Associates, representing Millett Real Estate, asked the Board for a resolution for the PA DEP Planning Modules; on the prepared form by DEP.  Joseph Sproul motioned, Giles Stanton seconded and Resolution 17-06 was unanimously approved.

The Board further discussed the Millett Plan, which contains a Dairy Queen Chill N Grill, and a Wayne Bank.  Drainage and highway occupancy permits were discussed at length.  The landscape buffer was also discussed at length and lead to a suggestion that Millett contact Krispy Kreme for information.
