The Abington Civic League was in attendance to present a $2,500 donation to the Township for the Parks and Recreation Committee.  The donation is for the building of an additional pavilion within South Abington Park.

Mr. Flam, Maggies Road, was also in attendance.  He asked several questions regarding the Pony Express location at the intersection of Fairview Road and Edella road.  Manager O’Neill informed him there are no plans or approved permits for this property, and the Township is unaware of the owner’s plans.

The Manager introduced Resolution 17-08, Authorizing Application to the Pennsylvania Municipal Assistance Program.  This resolution would aid this Township and contiguous municipalities in receiving grant money for planning and zoning.  Joseph Sproul motioned to approve the resolution, Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
The Manager also introduced Resolution 17-09, a Resolution Promoting Anti-Corruption.  Ms. Nora Utech, Laurelwood Apartments, and Mr. Chris Bednar, 1301 Applewood Acres, spoke on behalf of this resolution.  After several question from Supervisor Stanton, Joseph Sproul motioned to approve the resolution, Mark Dougherty seconded, and the Resolution was unanimously approved.              
Manager O’Neill presented drawings on behalf of South Abington Woods Phase II.  The drawing indicates the reduction of one unit from the originally approved plan.  Mr. O’Neill stated both the County Planning Agency and Township Engineer have approved the Plan.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded and the new plan was unanimously approved. 
Mr. O’Neill presented the Millett Development Company Co-Application Agreement.  After discussion concentrated on this application being the same as the previously approved Weinberger/McDonalds Agreement, motion was made by Joseph Sproul to conditionally approve the agreement contingent upon Solicitor Jones’ approval.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
The Manager reported that the Association of Township Officials Dinner will be held on August 17, 2017.  The Manager then introduced an Amendment to the SAPA Agreement.  Mr. Len Gorney, Township resident and advisor to the Supervisors for all things SAPA, advised the Board of the need to sign the Amendment which will keep SAPA going for an additional time period.  The Board unanimously approved the Amendment after motion by Joseph Sproul and second by Mark Dougherty.
There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 7:40 PM.
