Paul Fried, 900 Oakwood Drive, requested the Township to repair or replace two delineators that were destroyed by a Township vehicle while plowing snow.  The Supervisors advised the Manager to replace the damaged items.
Zach Smith, Richard Kresge and John Devine of ATC Group Services, discussed upcoming matters such as MS4 and sewer line issues.  Mr. Devine told the Supervisors and Manager that he would work with the Township in an effort to obtain grants or low interest loans to assist the Township.

Mr. Dougherty was excused from the meeting at 8 PM.

Resolution 17-11, a resolution to approve the Chairman to sign PADEP Planning Modules for the Clarks Summit University Subdivision received a motion to approve by Joseph Sproul and a second by Giles Stanton. The Resolution was unanimously approved.
