Mr. and Mrs. Tharp, 506 Highland Ave were present.  Mrs. Tharp asked the Board to enact a quality of life ordinance.  Supervisor Stanton replied that one should be ready for the beginning of the year.  Mrs. Tharp also mentioned the aesthetic condition of lower Scott Road.  The resident asked that all “observe rather than look”.  Mrs. Tharp also asked the Board’s stance on the Keystone Landfill and then complained about Dr. Vale’s boat parked in the front yard of his property.  The Manager will ask him to move the boat.
Resolution 17-14 was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.  This resolution supports the Citizens Commission for Legislative & Congressional Redistricting.  

Resolution 17-15, the Tax Levy for 2018 was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.  There is no tax increase.  The 2018 budget of $7,564,159 was motioned for approval by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.  The budget was unanimously approved.
Joseph Sproul motioned to approve an amendment to the Lease Agreement with Lackawanna County for the Magistrate Office.  Included now in the lease is a 10x10 closet area.  The Agreement will be for five years, with a 3 percent increase each year.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the amendment was unanimously approved.
The Solicitor was asked to review the ordinance that would cover the junkyard condition of lower Scott Road.
Giles Stanton motioned to accept the resignation of Riccardo Godino from the police department as he has been accepted at the State Police Academy.  The resignation is effective 12/31/17.  In addition, Mr. Stanton motioned to appoint Jeffrey Spagna to a full time police officer position 1/1/18.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motions were unanimously approved.
Mark Dougherty motioned to hire Thomas Flowers as a full time maintenance employee, effective 1/1/18.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

The Board decided to recess the meeting until 12/27/17 at noon, to, among other business, approve the Collective Bargaining Agreement with the police department.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Stanton at noon.  Joseph Sproul and William Jones were absent.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Giles Stanton seconded, and it was unanimously approved to pay the additional bills as listed:

The Manager presented quotes from CC Young for 2018 Workers Compensation Insurance.  Mark Dougherty motioned to contract with Amtrust at a cost of $120,463, with a broker fee of $4,000.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

The Five Year Term, Police Collective Bargain Agreement, was motioned for approval by Giles Stanton, seconded by Mark Dougherty and unanimously approved.

Samantha Piazza has submitted a request to the Lackawanna County Tax Claim Bureau, who in turn asked us to approve or deny the purchase by Ms. Piazza of a repository property in the 300 block of Griffin Pond Road.  Mark Dougherty motioned to approve, Giles Stanton seconded, and the motion was unanimously approved.
There being no further business to come before the Board, the re-convened meeting of 12/11/17 adjourned at 12:20 PM on 12/27/17.
