A Public Hearing, duly advertised, was held this date at 630 PM regarding the vacating a portion of Caryl Street. There was no comment. Ordinance 240 of 2018 was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty, second by Joseph Sproul and unanimous approval.  The roadway is abutted by the PTC, Kocher property and Ford property.

Resolution 18-1, a corrected version of the resolution presented on January 2, 2018, was presented and unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.

Resolution 18-2, authorizing the Chairman to sign on behalf of the Board of Supervisors, a grant application for sewer work in the 600 block of Edella Road, was presented.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded, and the resolution was unanimously approved.

A Public Hearing, duly advertised, was held this date at 645 PM regarding a conditional use request for 50 townhouse units to be constructed by Sterling Way Properties.  After discussion Mark Dougherty motioned to approve the conditional use of Phase III of the Sterling Way Properties LLC, which includes 50 townhouse units in 25 buildings in an area off Country Club Road.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the conditional use was unanimously approved.

Ben Stranch was present for the Dorothy J Toth simple subdivision of two lots from one in the 400 block of Griffin Pond Road.  All engineering comments have been addressed and both planning commissions have approved.
