John Voigt, Apple Valley Circle, was present and stated the Board never did the road maintenance as promised and Township roadways are in bad shape because there is no preventative maintenance; case in point, Gravel Pond Road from Noble to Old Trail. Supervisor Sproul explained drainage issues.  Mr. Voigt questioned the engineering involved; also on Rock Ridge Drive. Mr. Voigt asked to see a maintenance plan and stated we should have prevention, not reaction.
Annmarie Nasser, 427 Gravel Pond Road, was present to ask for assistance in slowing down drivers in front of her home, which sits right on the roadway.  Mrs. Nasser stated she has been to the police department four times as she feels the situation is so dangerous.  Chairman Stanton will contact the Police Chief.  On another matter, Mrs. Nasser asked about pothole repair on Skyline Drive near her brother’s home.
