Anastasia Gaus, Adams Place, presented a petition containing 18 property owners requesting road repair.  There exists a definite safety issue and cars are suffering damage.  Mr. and Mrs. Tom Kenney, also present, stated the roadway is very dirty.  The Manager stated the Crew will clean the roadway.  Supervisor Sproul stated this year’s approved list of paving is complete, but will place the roadway on next year’s list.                                 
Approximately 20 residents that received letters from the PTC were in attendance.  The PTC has put particular residents on notice that a study is to be performed and access to property has been requested. In addition, there exists a possibility that I81/I476 could be widened and homes could be affected. Mr. Tompkins of 301 Willow and Mr Keating of 402 Willow were the primary speakers.  Paul Hudack, present, stated he was asked to come to the meeting to represent several people. Many concerns were aired with the Township committing to work with the residents on a resolution.  Supervisor Dougherty wants Senator Blake and Rep. Flynn involved.  At this time, Resolution 18-4, creating a committee of 7 individuals to represent the individuals affected at PTC meetings was unanimously approved after motion by Giles Stanton and second by Mark Dougherty.  Anyone interested in serving was told to contact the Manager by the end of the week; a selection will be made and a meeting with PTC will be scheduled.
Joseph Sproul motioned to approve the annexation of Township property to Mr. Nogi, Clarks Summit, on Grandview Street.  This action will resolve a County Assessor issue.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

The Manager presented insurance proposals prepared by Mark Young of CC Young Insurance.  Glatfelter (current carrier) quoted $72,045; Allied quoted $55,804.  Mr. Young endorsed the Allied quote.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded and the quote was unanimously approved.
Mark Dougherty motioned to accept the immediate resignation of Donald Jensen from ARWA; Joseph Sproul seconded and the resignation was unanimously approved.  Mark Dougherty motioned to appoint Paul Lockett to the unexpired term vacated by Mr. Jensen.  Giles Stanton seconded and the appointment was unanimously approved.
Siniawa XI LP, who had a variance request denied 2 months ago, is considering request for a zoning change.  Supervisor Stanton would like to look at the drawings and gather more information.
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The Township was contacted by Attorney Joyce of the Lackawanna County Tax Collection Bureau to ascertain the position of the Board on a tax penalty and interest abatement regarding a property at Lakeside Commons. The Township agreed it would approve the abatement if so recommended by the County.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 8:05 PM.
