Mr. and Mrs. Tompkins were here with questions regarding a letter that the PTC wants since they have obtained legal counsel, as relates to serving on the newly formed committee.  The Township should be copied on any letter provided. Mr. Slater of Fawnwood Dr., had been out of town for the last meeting and inquired if the Township has any leverage with the PTC at all.  The answer was no.                                                                
Anita Lohin, 507 Highland Ave., presented pictures of drainage problems near her property.  Supervisor Sproul stated the swale needs to be repaired.  If that doesn’t solve the problem; drain tile will be installed.

Michael Remetta, 501 Maple, asked about jurisdiction of cutting down trees.  Mr. Remetta was told it was a private matter.  Mr. Remetta also asked that the rocks piling up in the drain that have traveled down Maple be cleaned up or there will be ice in the winter.
The 2018 Paving Bid was advertised for opening June 5, 2018 at 10 AM. Four bids were received; three were non-responsive as they did not contain bid bonds; and one was the apparent low bidder-American Asphalt at $389,378.00.  Joseph Sproul motioned to award the bid to American Asphalt, Mark Dougherty seconded, and the motion was unanimously approved.
