Jennifer Pietryka, 507 Brian Drive, was present to discuss issues with garbage collection.  Supervisor Dougherty suggested that the next contract have conditions to withhold payment in the following quarter for days missed of pickup.  Solicitor Jones stated the Manager should list the issues and call Mascaro.  Further discussion of the upcoming new bid for garbage collection took place.                                                            
Ordinance 241, revising the service connected disability benefit for police officer to match the CBA, was unanimously approved after motion by Giles Stanton and second by Joseph Sproul.  Ordinance 242, adopting the International Property Maintenance Code of 2018, with exclusions, was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.
PJ McLaine and Brian Vacendak, engineers for the Grasselli USA Inc project in Shady Lane Industrial Park, were present to discuss their land development plan.  Grasselli makes industrial kitchen systems and will keep its current location in Throop. The building, an office/warehouse, has 13,000 sf and will employ 10 persons.  The engineers stated that the covenants of the industrial park have been met; The Township Planning Commission approved pending satisfied Engineer’s comments and Lackawanna County Planning wanted a lighting plan with the landscape plan. The development was given permission to break ground when the NPDES permit was issued.  Mark Dougherty motioned to grant approval conditional upon the following:  1) NPDES permit, 2) Township Engineer comments satisfied, 3) Posting of financial security as required, and any related agreements that the Township Engineer prepares, 4) Recording of O&M Agreement, with the Chairman authorized to execute the same, 5) waiver of landscaping requirement for planters in the parking lot, with two trees moved onto the property and 6) any future sign, not a wall sign, to be a monument sign, not higher than six feet, with note to be added to the plan. Joseph Sproul seconded and the land development plan was unanimously approved.
The Manger reported that the LCATO annual dinner will be 8/16.  Mr. O’Neill also stated he had sent letters to the requested politicians regarding the PTC issue.  Senator Blake acknowledged receipt of the letter.  The 2018-2019 Penndot Winter Maintenance Agreement was presented in the amount of $9,170.30.  Joseph Sproul motioned, Giles Stanton seconded and the agreement was unanimously approved.
Mark Dougherty motioned to accept a $2,500 donation from the AH Civic League for the proposed new park pavilion. Joseph Sproul seconded and the donation acceptance was unanimously approved.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 1:07 PM.
