Mr. and Mrs. Williams, 908 Oakwood, were present to voice a complaint about drainage on their street.  The Manager pointed out that three new catch basins have been added.  The Williams countered that the problem still exists.  Supervisors Sproul and Stanton will visit the site.                                                            
The Tompkins and Ms. Steinberg were present regarding the PTC project affecting Woodcrest Development. They reported no progress after a meeting, with another meeting scheduled.  Supervisor Stanton stated they should “hound” the politicians to stay on this issue.
George Parker, Engineer for the Kocher lot consolidation, presented the plan to the Board. The Township has already vacated the roadway, with Mr. Kocher wanting to add his ½ to his existing lot.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded and the lot consolidation at Adams and Caryl was unanimously approved.  Mr. Parker also represented the County Club of Scranton, which has submitted a plan to section off 4 acres into a separate lot.  There is a HOP in place, both planning commissions have approved, the Township Engineer’s comments are satisfied, and six on-lot test pits have perked.  Joseph Sproul motioned to approve the subdivision, Mark Dougherty seconded, and the plan was unanimously approved.  Both sets of plans were signed.
The Manger reported that the PTC bridge replacement over Edella Road project will be out to bid in November.  Construction will begin in 2019, with the detour being the same as that erected last year.  In accordance with the metering results obtained by ARWA, it is recommended that the Township participate in a meter lease program for $500.00 per month.  Joseph Sproul motioned, Mark Dougherty seconded and participation in the program was unanimously approved.
Mark Dougherty asked that the Township coordinate with the Fire Company on utility line placement for the proposed addition to the firehouse.  The Supervisor also announced receipt by the Fire Company of $23,000 for a grant to draw down existing debt.  It was also mentioned that EMS personnel will begin researching bulletproof vest purchase.
Mark Dougherty motioned to hire Scott Blakiewicz as a part time maintenance employee.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 1:10 PM to executive session to discuss personnel matters.
