Clarks Green Mayor Patti Lawler was present, and first gave accolades to the Board on the parks.  The Mayor asked about drainage in Seminary Hill, as there was excess water in the 300 and 400 block of Evans Street in Clarks Green. The Manager will ask the developer to insure that swales are installed on the abutting properties as soon as possible.
David Traweek, Boy Scout Troop #225, was present for requirements for a badge.

Ed Bolus, Leach Hill Road, was present to inquire as to the use of the property on the corner of Leach Hill Road and Griffin Pond Road.  There were rumors that the property will become a halfway house.  There were other neighboring property owners at the meeting. The Manager stated the owner is utilizing a permitted use in that the two houses will be used for “independent living” experience for handicapped individuals.  Mr. Bolus will be given the owner’s name and the Township will verify the information.
Michael Cox, Dellert Drive, was present to ask for a timetable on paving the road.  He was told it was still on the agenda.  Mr. Cox added the swale is real bad.

Charlie Augustine, Simrell Road, asked the Board to please pave Griffin Pond Road at the intersection with Simrell and up through the dirt section.  The situation is very dangerous.  Several Pondview residents were also in attendance.

The Tompkins, Mr. Keating and others were present regarding the PTC project.  The Manager stated there has been no change; both Flynn and Blake assistants have been working to discover if federal funds are being used.  It was decided to ask the PTV for another meeting and to ask the Senator and Representative to attend.

The Manager stated that both Senator Blake and Representative Flynn have assisted with the process of procuring Local Share Account Grants, the proceeds allocated from Monroe County casinos.  Resolution 18-6 asks for a Local Share Account Grant for a police vehicle in the amount of $40,000 and Resolution 18-7 asks for a maintenance vehicle in the amount of $65,000.  Mark Dougherty motioned to approve the resolutions, Giles Stanton seconded and both were unanimously approved.
The Solicitor is reviewing the specifications for the municipal trash contract.
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The Treasurer presented the following MMO’s to be included in the 2019 budget:  Police-$417,918; Non-uniformed-$71,591 and Cash Balance-$6,929.  Mark Dougherty motioned to approve the MMO’s, Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 8:07 PM.
