The public session opened with Anita Lohin of Highland Avenue requesting information on when a drainage problem across from her home would be repaired.  Manager O’Neill and Supervisor Dougherty informed her that the work was still on a list of jobs to be done before winter.  They told Ms. Lohin that the weather played a factor in slowing the progress.

Mr. Michael Cox of Dellert Drive requested curbing on the newly paved area of Dellert Drive.  The Manager was instructed to have the Township Engineer look at this.
Mr. and Mrs. Tompkins of Willow Lane were again present to discuss the Scranton Beltway Project.  Mr. O’Neill and Mr. Dougherty informed them that there is no new information.  The Supervisors requested the Manager to again write to the Turnpike Commission.

Manager O’Neill advised the Supervisors that two bids were received by the township of the 1029 Municipal Solid Waste Bid.  Three and five year bids were submitted by County Waste and JP Mascaro and Sons. County Waste submitted $2,576,988 for three years and $4,346,596.80 for five years.  JP Mascaro submitted $3,462,177.6 for three years and $5,770,296 for five years.  Solicitor Jones discussed the bids and was instructed by the Supervisors to further review the bids.  Supervisor Dougherty motioned and Joseph Sproul seconded Resolutions 18-10 and 18-11 for police service contracts for Ransom Township and Newton Township respectively.  The resolutions were approved unanimously.
Manager O’Neill advised the Supervisors that the preliminary 2019 Municipal Budget amounted to $8,007,509.  The Preliminary Budget was approved unanimously following some discussion.  The Manager was advised to advertise the budget for adoption at the December meeting.

At this time, the meeting was adjourned to Thursday, November 15, 2018 at noon for any and all Township Business
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The Meeting re-opened at noon on 11/15/2018.  All were present except Ms. Griswold.

Attorney Albert DeGennario spoke on behalf of his client, JP Mascaro and Sons.  He presented his opinions regarding the waste bid submitted by County Waste, in which he argued that the bid submitted by County Waste was non-responsive and needed to be thrown out of the bidding process.  Jonas Kreitzer, Vice President of County Waste also spoke and explained why he felt the County Waste bid was responsive.  After much discussion, the Supervisors requested that Solicitor Jones provide his thoughts.  Attorney Jones said he felt the County Waste bid was non-responsive and needed to be removed from the bidding process.  At that time, Mr. Dougherty motioned and Mr. Sproul seconded the approval of the lowest responsive bidder, JP Mascaro, for a five year contract in the amount of $5,770,296.00.  The motion was approved unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 1:15 PM
