Ordinance No. 243, the MSW Contract for 2019-2023, which also updates Ordinances 113,139,149,208 & 226, was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.  The motion included ordinance approval and contract signature by the Chairman.  The contract awarded is for the same price all five years.

Resolution 18-12, Designation of Agent for PA Sever Storms & Flooding 2018 Assistance, is required by both FEMA and PEMA.  Mark Dougherty motioned to approve David O’Neill as agent and the resolution; Joseph Sproul seconded and Resolution 18-12 was unanimously approved.

Resolution 18-13, declaring the tax levy for 2019, was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.  The levy is the same as 2018; 13 ¾ mils General, 1 ¾ mils Fire and 1 mil Recreation for a total of 16 ½ mils.  Mark Dougherty also motioned to approve the 2019 budget as presented.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the budget was unanimously approved.

At this time, all members signed plans that had previously been conditionally approved, including Grasselli USA, Decker Subdivision on Leach Hill Road and Seminary Hill.
