Chris Chermak, Republican candidate for Lackawanna County Commissioner, was present to introduce himself to the Board.
Resolution 19-1, appointing Timothy P Farrell CPA to audit all financial statements for 2018, was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.  Resolution 19-2, supporting Marsy’s Law for greater rights for crimes victims, was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.
Resnam Realty presented a subdivision of 1 lot into two lots, of land purchased from Jack and Carly Decker adjacent to Laurel Highlands.   After discussion, Mark Dougherty motioned to approve the minor two lot subdivision of Resnam Realty LLC, nothing therein that two access right of way easements are part of the respective lots 1 and 2 as noted on the subdivision, and the rights of way easements do not comply with Township ordinances and are not approved as public or private right of way but exist as unimproved driveways for lands of Decker and not multiple lot access.
