South Abington Township Supervisors, along with the Lackawanna County Commissioners, made presentation of award for heroism in connection with the recent truck accident on the Interstate ramps whereby an individual needing advanced medical care was attended to for the nearly 6 hours of rescue time, to Chinchilla Hose Company of South Abington Township, Clarks Summit Fire Co No 1, Penndot employees and Brayer Township. Chief Matt Horvath was present from Dickson City, Chief Jay Miller from Clarks Summit Fire Co No 1, Mr. Brayer, two Penndot employees; and Fire Chief Connolly, Officers Quinn and Quinn Jr, and rescue personnel involved Dean Faraday, Justin Basalyga, Tom Flowers, Nate Rehder, Mike Owens and Missy Hemmler.  Police Chief Robert Gerrity and Patrolmen Percival and Spagna were also present.  Over 44 people were in attendance; mostly families of those being recognized.  Commissioners O’Malley and Cummings, accompanied by Chief of Staff Fran Pantuso, presented County awards.  Giles Stanton motioned to approve Resolution 19-03, acknowledging the heroic acts of the abovenamed individuals, Mark Dougherty seconded and the resolution was unanimously approved.  Framed copies of the Resolution were distributed to the highest official present from each entity.
The third section of Echo Drive needing drainage work was put out to bid.  The bids were opened by ATC Engineer and Secretary Griswold.  American Asphalt bid $104,320; Sikora Brothers bid $70,435 and Wayco bid $46,596.06.  The Engineer has reviewed the bids and recommends it be awarded to the lowest bidder, who appears responsible, Wayco.

Mark Dougherty motioned to approve the Resolution, Giles Stanton seconded and the Resolution was unanimously approved.
Lakeside Commons, which has 23 owners in its association, sent four people to the meeting to request “Jake Brake” signs be erected.  The request was made by spokesperson Robert Collins.  The Board discussed the issue and would like to get input from the Police Department.
The Manager reported that SAPA is looking to hold its meeting in February with stake holders in the Township Zoning, i.e. Noto, Florey and AHSD involved.

Pavilion specs were discussed.
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There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 7:50 PM.
