Jeff Jerome and Mike Noto were present for Sterling Way Development, which is actually South Abington Woods Phase III.  A C-2 zoning variance has previously been granted for this parcel. Two lots are to be deeded as one, with a roadway, encompassing 14.28 acres.  Supervisor Stanton commented on the need for street lights down through South Abington Woods.
