Mark Noble, 106 Meadow Creed Road and Mr. and Mrs. Macmillan, 3rd house in, outlined a water problem that has been ongoing, and a new one that has development.  Chairman Stanton stated the Engineer will be asked to visit the site.

John Voigt, Apple Valley Circle, provided salting information brochures to Board members.  He also commented on: 1) Gravel Pond Rd and Old Trail Rd there are no catch basins.  Joseph Sproul stated the situation will be fixed in the near future; 2)  There are potholes at the same intersection; 3) Ash trees on Noble and Gravel Pond Roads are dead.  Can they be taken down?  Supervisor Dougherty told the Manager to put John in touch with Jerry Kelly; 4) The top of Noble Rd needs patching again; and 5) Please remember to “hot tar” the new roads in the Preserve.

Eric Shotto, a new resident at 318 Layton Road, introduced himself and volunteered to serve wherever he could. 

Advertised bids for the 2019 paving project were opened on May 8th at 11:00 AM.  Wayco Inc. quote:  $749,338.49; American Asphalt quote: $617,515; Pioneer Construction quote: $754,817.25.  Bids were reviewed and determined all to be responsible bidders.  Mark Dougherty motioned to award the bid to the apparent low bidder: American Asphalt, contingent upon Solicitor’s favorable review.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the award to American Asphalt was unanimously approved.  The Manager stated the FEMA funds could be used to supplement the budgeted amount for paving.

Mark Dougherty motioned to approve Resolution 19-05, Recognizing National Police Week 2019.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the Resolution was unanimously approved.

After discussion and review of the plan, Resolution 19-06, granting conditional preliminary approval for Sterling Way, was unanimously approved after motion by Joseph Sproul and second by Mark Dougherty. An unsigned copy of this resolution is hereby made a part of these minutes as the conditions are listed.

Joseph Sproul motioned to approve a switch in unit type for one lot between Phase 2A to 3A in the Preserve at Gravel Pond Rd. for aesthetic reasons.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.  All supervisors signed the new plan to be recorded.

La Tonal Teca Restaurant, 821 Northern Blvd., has been sold.  A new plan for the property includes a 3500 sf restaurant and a 1791 sf office space.  The parking lot is sufficient and there is no requirement for Lackawanna County Planning Commission review.  The front area will be changed to grass.  Mark Dougherty motioned to approve the development plan, conditional upon signed landscape plans.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motioned was unanimously approved.
The Manager reported receipt of a $60,000 grant from gaming funds for a new F550, using CoStars contracts 025-313 and 025-057; for a total cost of $70,163.50.  Joseph Sproul motioned, Giles Stanton seconded, and the receipt and purchase were unanimously approved.  Supervisor Dougherty left at this time, 8:05 PM.
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The Manager asked if the meeting time for June, July, August and September could be changed on Board meetings from 7 PM to noon. Giles Stanton motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded, and it was unanimously approved to change the time.   
Insurance quote from CC Young and Henkelman Insurance was received in the amount of $59,050, from Old Republic.  Mr. Young has vetted several companies and chose this one to bring to the Board. Joseph Sproul motioned, Giles Stanton seconded, and the quote from Old Republic was unanimously approved.

Giles Stanton motioned to hire John Kramer and Martine Hrinko as part-time maintenance employees effective immediately. Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 8:30 PM.
