Gretchen Mackey, on behalf of the Abington Heights Civic League, with several members present, gifted the Township Recreation Fund $2,000 toward the new pavilion. Photos were taken of the presentation.
Mr. Shectman was again present from Lackawanna County.  There will be “Arts in the Park” at four different parks in the near future.  Supervisor Stanton asked why farmer market vouches are not available at the Abington Senior Center.  An answer will be forthcoming. Mr. Stanton asked for money for the Township.
Peter Marchetta, 145 Rock Ridge Drive, gave the Board a petition for road repair from 507 Gravel Pond Road to the intersection of Gravel Pond Road with Gravel Pond Road. The petition asked that the road be widened and paved.  Many residents of the Preserve at Gravel Pond use this roadway.  Lou Costanzo, 153 Rock Ridge asked that if the road cannot be paved, at least mill.  Bob Jurbala, 119 Cobblestone, stated that the overgrown brush scratches cars and causes vehicles to veer into the oncoming lane becoming an accident hazard.  Supervisor Sproul explained planned future work for the area and how the process works.  Anthony Bonadio, 137 Rock Ridge, asked if the AHHS drainage issue has been solved.  The Manager stated it is a work in progress.  Another resident wanted the “List” process explained and how does one know when a road is on the list.  Supervisor Sproul responded.
Discussion was held regarding the possibility of a Multimodal transportation fund grant for paving the dirt portion of Simrell Road.  It was decided that paving was not needed at this time.

The Manager presented a two lot into one lot consolidation at the property owned by 3900 Corp, the former Rainbow Market and Petrasko gas station property.  The Engineer and both planning commissions have approved the consolidation.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Attorney Pat Lavelle was present for the Shoppes at South Abington Lot Consolidation. Two lots will be consolidated into one lot at the former Nichols Village location.  Five buildings are planned for the location.  The planning commissions have approved.  Mark Dougherty motioned to approve the consolidation, Joseph Sproul seconded, and the motion was unanimously approved.  A Plan with signature lines will be provided.

Mike Noto was present to request construction of “Model Homes” in Sterling Way, in the first two buildings.  This construction would be “at risk”, explained in detail.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Joseph Sproul seconded, and the “models” were unanimously approved in their “at risk” presentation.
The County Association Dinner will be held August 15th.
Mark Dougherty motioned to donate an old, unused shed to Clarks Summit Fire Company that was previously in the park.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
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Mark Dougherty motioned to research RFP’s for Police Pension Plan investment and maintenance services.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

Mr. Stanton reported that Tom McLane is working on a plan for a green area on the corner.
Mark Dougherty motioned to accept maintenance employee Gerald Carpenter’s request to enter into a DROP arrangement with the PMRS pension plan, and for entrance by new employee Stacey Donahue into the PMRS Cash Balance Plan. Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved. Mr. Carpenter’s actual retirement date will be July 16, 2022.
There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 1:45 PM.
