Mr and Mrs Mark Noble, 106 Meadowcreek Drive, were present once again.  The Manager stated the Engineer had visited the site; no hydraulic analysis has been performed.  All present agreed to pull the original plan and see who is responsible.  Supervisor Stanton stated he would like the design and review process performed now.  A response is appreciated within the week. Mr. and Mrs. MacMillan, present, thanked the Board for the catch basin and drainage pipe that will be installed on Meadowcreek Drive.
Joseph O’Brien, 307 Leach Hill Road, was present to discuss a drainage pipe at the end of his driveway.  Supervisor Sproul stated the Township would put in a swale this fall.
Mark Dougherty motioned to approve Resolution 19-06, a Multimodal Transportation Fund Grant Application for $142,700 for paving Simrell Road in the dirt part of Simrell Road.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the resolution was unanimously approved.

Falcon Company, developer of “The Shoppes at South Abington” submitted an extension agreement.  Joseph Sproul motioned, Mark Dougherty seconded, and the agreement was unanimously approved.

Mark Dougherty motioned, after request by Len Gorney, that nothing should be changed currently in the Zoning or Land Development ordinances.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.  The SAPC will entertain SAPA members on the 22nd to discuss submitted surveys.

Mark Dougherty motioned to advertise an RFP for Investment Advisory Services for the S Abington Twp Police Defined Benefit Pension Plan.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Giles Stanton motioned to name the new pavilion at South Abington Park after Keith Wellard, recently deceased.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Joseph Sproul motioned to reject the Lackawanna County Repository Sale on Lot #4, Asbury Drive.  This lot is a detention basin.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.  The Manager noted that other properties on the Repository Sale list are retention/detention basins.
Mark Dougherty motioned to have Chairman Stanton sign an Easement with PPL for the new maintenance building.  The Easement is in the Right-of-way.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

The Manager acknowledged receipt of a Petition for Resurfacing Epirus Hill Road and Brookview Lane.
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A request to reduce a sewer bill for a property at 1010 Winola Road, purchased in a Sheriff’s Sale, was denied.

Joseph Sproul gave the Engineer a new foundation idea for the new Pole Barn.  It will be added as an addendum to the Bid.
Mark Dougherty motioned to hire Hal Cross as a part time maintenance employee.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
At this time, the meeting was adjourned to Thursday, August 22, 2019, at noon, for any and all Township Business.

The Meeting re-opened at noon on 8/22/19.  All were present, including Maintenance Foreman Faraday.

Drainage at the rear of 106 Meadowcreek Drive was discussed.  Chairman Stanton was advised by the Solicitor that he must recuse himself from any decisions regarding this issue.  Further review is required.
Giles Stanton motioned to hire Timothy McHale as a part-time police officer, conditional upon a favorable background check.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

Two bids were received for the new Pole Barn.  Including the addendum; Multiscape, Pittston, PA, submitted a bid in the amount of $806,940.  Dutchman Contracting, Reinholds PA submitted a bid in the amount of $502,306.  Five prospective bidders attended the pre-bid conference.  Joseph Sproul motioned to award the bid to Dutchman Contracting, Mark Dougherty seconded, and the bid was awarded conditional upon Bonds, and Stipulations against Liens.

Resolution 19-07, Intent to Borrow Funds for the Construction of a New Maintenance Facility, was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.  

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 12:45 PM.
