Attorney Ernie Preate, representing his brother, Carlon Preate, 715 Glenburn Rd, addressed the Board regarding a proposed Land Development Plan in Waverly, Atty. Preate said that as part of a lawsuit settlement, his brother heard that a road may be opened onto Glenburn Road in South Abington Township.  The Manager and Solicitor said this matter is being looked into, and also the Township just heard of the issue a couple of days ago.
The Manager advised the Board of the proposed MacNamara/Gearhart Subdivision along Gravel Pond Road.  The plan was presented to the Planning Commission, which advised that a proposed driveway should be widened to fifty (50) feet to accommodate further subdivision in the future.  The plan is being modified.  The Manager also requested the Board to allow one seasonal worker to start within the next two weeks.  The Board agreed unanimously.
